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In our link resolver's menu, 

further options to get the 

article are readily available: 

via Google Scholar you can 

search for other full-text 

resources (eg institutional 

repositories), within the 

NEBIS catalogue you can 

check for the availability 

of the corresponding print 

journal, or you may use 

Lib4RI's «Document Deliv-

ery Service». A set of useful 

additional services is also 

offered. 

Within the NEBIS cata-

logue, choose the cor-

responding journal issue 

and request a «copy» 

(pdf-scan) of the article 

from the holding NEBIS 

library. Alternatively, you 

can also place a «loan». 

You will be asked to sign 

into NEBIS and fill in 

the details for your copy 

request. Please, select 

«e-mail» as the Pickup/

delivery location. Copy re-

quests from the collections 

of NEBIS libraries are 

generally executed within 

a few hours. For affiliates 

of the 4 research institutes this service is free of charge. 
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You need an article and cannot access it online? It is not possible to request a pdf-scan 

via the NEBIS catalogue? We are happy to organise the article from other resources 

free of charge. This service is exclusively for members of Eawag, Empa, PSI & WSL. 

Using our link resolver  , processing the order is fast and convenient as the 

article details are automatically transferred onto an appropriate form. 

Naturally, you can also send us an e-mail with your request (docdel@lib4ri.ch). For 

more details, please refer to www.lib4ri.ch > Services > Document Delivery.

In most cases, you will eas-

ily find the full-text article 

via an author/title search. 

Should you have troubles, 

alternative search entries 

are also possible.

Type the journal title into 

the Lib4RI-Searchbox and 

select «Journals». Via «E-Journals at Lib4RI», find the title in our Lib4RI Journal 

List. Then, our link resolver will show you the fastest way to the article. Alternatively, 

via «Journals in NEBIS», you can also browse the NEBIS print collection. 

Tip: Narrow down your search by selecting «starts with» for the journal title.

Tip: Quickly switch to other search portals such as «Journal Citation Reports» 

(impact factors and more), DOAJ (Directory of Open Access Journals), TR Master 

Journal List (all journals from Web of Science) or SHERPA/RoMEO (journal copy-

right information).

The «Digital Object Identifier» (DOI) is a permanent unique identifier for digital objects. 

It is particularly used for online articles in scientific journals and frequently appears in 

reference lists of publications. If you know an article's DOI, eg «10.1038/nature09211», 

you can use the «DOI-Resolver» at http://dx.doi.org to get directly to the full text.
